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**Attempted Murder — Update**

The Vallejo Police Department continues to pursue leads in this case.

The name of the toddler is not being released due to his age. The three adult victims of
this shooting are identified as:

Eric H. Hamilton

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At approximately 4:50 pm today, Vallejo Police Officers responded to a report
of a shooting in the 1500 block of Lorenzo Drive. This is a residential
neighborhood in north Vallejo. Officers located four victims at the scene, all
suffering from gunshot wounds. One of the victims is a 2-year-old toddler,
and is in very serious condition. The other victims are young adult males.
Identities of the victims are not being released at this time.

The victims were out in front of a residence when the suspect approached on
a motorcycle. The suspect opened fire on the victims with what appeared to
be a handgun, and fled on the motorcycle.

The suspect is described as a black male, late 20’s to early 30’s, with dark skin
and a thin build. He was wearing a black motorcycle jacket and a full-face
helmet. The vehicle is a black “Ninja type” motorcycle, with a blue stripe on
the gas tank.
