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The voter-approved Measure B is a one percent sales tax to enhance City of Vallejo services, 
approved by voters on November 8, 2011. Measure B funds are used to solve both resident 
and City Council identified issues and concerns within the City of Vallejo.  It is estimated that 
Measure B will raise approximately $11.1 million during Fiscal Year 2013-14. The measure will 
expire on March 31, 2022.  Measure B  funds are budgeted as part of the annual budget 
approval process by the City Council.

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PB Cycle 1  
 
On April 17, 2012 the Vallejo City Council established the first city-wide Participatory Budgeting 
(PB) process in the United States. Through PB, the community was invited to help decide how 
to spend 30% of the revenue generated by the Measure B sales tax - approximately $3.6 mil-
lion, collected over a 15-month period from April 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013. Vallejo resi-
dents and stakeholders developed project proposals that residents had the opportunity to vote 
on in May 2013.     
 
The top twelve voter approved projects were accepted by the City Council on May 28, 2013, 
and all have subsequently been approved for implementation.

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New Police Officers  
 
On October 9, 2012, the Vallejo City Council authorized the hiring of five (5) Measure B funded 
Police Officer positions with an allocation of $1 million.  The allocation funded the hire of two 
sworn Police Officer positions who successfully completed their field training.  The Vallejo Po-
lice Department (VPD) sent four existing Police Cadets through the police academy, and upon 
successful completion of their training, they will be considered for sworn Police Officer posi-
tions. 
 
Several Police Officer candidates are currently undergoing background investigations and will 
be considered for the open sworn positions.  The VPD is working diligently to fill the remaining  
open positions in the coming year. 
 
Due to difficulties in completing recruitment of new police officers, on October 8, 2013 the City 
Council reallocated the $2.5 million originally approved for Police Officers to street mainte-
nance work.  It is anticipated that hiring activity will accelerate in 2014, and a similar funding 
allocation will be recommended next Fiscal Year to be used towards hiring additional officers. 
Additionally, the City Council allocated $200,000 towards the VPD Cadet program.

Reserve Firefighter Program 
 

The foundation for this program is under development.  Extra efforts are being taken to align 
the fire departmentôs proposed program with that of neighboring fire agencies.  Completed pro-
gram steps include: research into local reserve programsô best practices, reserve firefighter 
program management training, and facilities improvements to accommodate several reserve 
firefighters.   
 
In FY 2012-13, a total of $20,000 was allocated for the development of this program.  At years 
end, $8,417 of the funds were expended.  For FY 2013-14, another $20,000 has been allocat-
ed and the Fire Department is planning to utilize these funds to purchase safety equipment for 
the crew of reserves that the department plans to train.

Disaster Preparedness 
 
The City hired Riordan Associates to complete a comprehensive review and update of the 
City's Emergency Operations Plan.  The consultant has addressed policy development, identifi-
cation of the City's emergency management training needs at all levels in the organization, de-
velopment of a guide for post-disaster reimbursement actions, and contact and resource list 
updates for use in the Emergency Operations Center.  A comprehensive plan is scheduled to 
be presented to the City Council by April 2014. 
 
The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) spring 
class graduated 26 citizens on April 20, 2013 and the fall 
class graduated 10 citizens on October 19, 2013.  This resi-
dent based disaster preparedness training is a tool for citi-
zens to receive training from Vallejo firefighters about per-
sonal responsibility and survival skills in the event of a dis-
aster.  To date, the Vallejo Fire Department has prepared 
more than 230 residents with this specialized training.   

 
During the spring months, firefighters attended specialized disaster 
training related to collapsed structure rescue techniques, urban 
search and rescue, and high angle rescue training.  A total of 
$60,755 of allocated funds were expended during FY 2012-13.  An 
additional $65,000 has been allocated for FY 2013-14 which will be 
used exclusively for training exercises for all City employees in order 
to meet State and Federal disaster service worker educational re-
quirements.

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Computer Aided Dispatching/Records Management System 

(CAD/RMS) - Upgrade  
 

The Vallejo Police Department spent several months meeting with representatives from various 
companies offering Computer Aided Dispatching and Records Management (CAD-RMS) solu-
tions.  The Department identified the RIMS Mobile Computing System offered through Sunridge 
Systems as the most efficient and practical system to fulfill the departments existing needs.   
 
Installation of the system is expected to be complete and fully operational by February 2014.  
System components include: computer hardware, portable radios, and antenna repeater site 
improvements for compatibility.  The upgrade to the new system software for the conversion is 
anticipated to be finished by the end of 2013.  Department personnel will complete extensive 
training during the month of January 2014 before the upgrade is completely functional.  A FY 
2012-13 Measure B allocation of $1,295,000 will fund the implementation of the new system.  
 
On October 8, 2013, the Fire Department was allocated $110,000 by the City Council for the 
purchase of 15 new CAD/RMS upgrades. This new equipment will restore the ability of Fire De-
partment personnel to access dispatch data in vehicles, access patient care records, and re-
duce duplicate data entry.

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Neighborhood Law Program 
 

The Neighborhood Law Program (NLP) is a two year pilot project with a Measure B fund alloca-
tion of $122,500 in FY 2012-13 and $245,000 in FY 2013-14. The program began a solution-
oriented approach to tackle the blight and nuisance conditions affecting the quality for life of 
Vallejo residents. 
 
Chronic Nuisance Properties: NLP Attorneys collaborate with the Police, Fire and Public 
Works Departments and Code Enforcement and Building Divisions.  The group has identified a 
number of chronic nuisance properties throughout Vallejo. In most instances, NLP Attorneys 
make contact with the property owner who then voluntarily abates the nuisance.  
 
NLP Attorneys use the legal system if they cannot achieve voluntary compliance with property 
owners. The following are just a few of the NLP legal victories (more):

Receivership: NLP Attorneys filed a receivership applica-
tion in Solano County Superior Court for the appointment of 
a receiver at 907 Falcon Drive (pictured right). The property 
was damaged by fire and has been abandoned for years.  
On August 19, NLP Attorneys attended trial and were able 
to convince the Solano County Court to appoint a receiver.  
Dean Pucci of Jones & Mayer was appointed as the receiv-
er and now has legal authority to begin rehabilitation.  Prep-
ping for initial repairs began with the cleaning and fencing of 
the property. 
 
NLP attorneys filed an entry of default in the case against 618-620 Branciforte Street (pictured 

left).  The deceased property ownerôs heirs did 
not respond to the Cityôs lawsuit within the nec-
essary timeframe. On October 22, NLP Attor-
neys were victorious at the trial to appoint a re-
ceiver.  Vallejo Code Enforcement provided in-
valuable evidence that assisted at the hearing. 
Since the receiverôs appointment, fencing has 
been installed around the property. A court sta-
tus conference is scheduled in January 2014. 
 

Blighted/Unsafe Rental Housing: The NLP has yet to receive a complaint about landlords who 
are not providing safe, habitable housing. However, the NLP has laws at its disposal to address 
such conditions if they arise. 
 
Prostitution: The NLP is gathering information on at least one property reportedly used for 
prostitution. NLP Attorneys are working with other agencies to effectively remedy the situation 
and to obtain additional information to prevent its return. 
 
Social Nuisance Ordinance: The City of Vallejo anticipates greater use of the Social Nuisance 
Ordinance. This ordinance allows the City to cite owners whose tenants sell or use controlled 
substances on their property, practice prostitution, participate in street gang activity, and engage 
in other nuisance conditions.  
 
Community Outreach: NLP Attorneys have met with many community groups, including the 
Solano Association of Realtors, Common Ground, the Vallejo Soroptomist Society, the Glen 
Cove Community Association, the Vallejo Chamber of Commerce, as well as numerous neigh-
borhood block watch programs. The NLP also communicates regularly with the Vallejo Lamp-
lighters and the Fighting Back Partnership.

Final Agreements and Understanding: Following the abatement of nuisances, NLP Attorneys 
reach agreements with property owners in which the owner agrees to maintain their property to 
prevent further legal action.  
 
Property owners are 
asked to secure the 
property, hire a property 
manager and screen all 
prospective tenants. In 
some circumstances, 
NLP Attorneys seek 
special terms relevant to 
individual properties. 
These agreements en-
sure continued compli-
ance following the 
abatement of a nui-
sance.

In partnership with the Vallejo 
Inter-Agency Partnership, city-
wide pro-active inspections of 
vacant or foreclosed buildings, 
hazardous properties, blight 
causing code violations, and 
blighted private properties abut-
ting City entrances and major 
thoroughfares are ongoing. To 
date, over 1,700 pro-active in-
spections have been performed. 
In May, the Code Enforcement 
Division partnered with Public 
Works and the Downtown Cen-
tral Core Restoration Corporation 
to clean up downtown parking 
lots and conduct code enforce-
ment activities in accordance 
with the Cityôs downtown action 
plan.   
 
The Code Enforcement Division 
also initiated its new Vacant and 
Foreclosed Property Registration 
Program.

$55,000 The Rental Inspection Program funds the 
startup costs, including legal research, to 
establish a rental inspection program that 
will inspect all multi-family residential 
units on a regular basis to ensure safe 
and reliable living conditions.  This project 
has a FY 2013-14 allocation of $55,000.  
Research will commence on this project 
by January 2014.  Community outreach 
will begin in February 2014.  City Council 
consideration of the program ordinance 
and implementing legislation is targeted 
for May 2014.  Program implementation 
is anticipated in June 2014.

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Street Maintenance  
 

The allocation for Street Maintenance is part of the ten-year program to enhance maintenance 
of local residential City streets which are not eligible for federal or state funding (e.g. overlay, 
slurry seal and crack sealing).  On October 8, 2013, the City Council re-allocated $2,040,000 to 
the Measure B Street Maintenance project, for a new total allocation of $4,440,000.   
 
Admiral Callaghan Lane 
A large street rehabilitation project began in August 2013 on Admiral Callaghan Lane from Co-
lumbus Parkway to Turner Parkway and Rotary Way to Redwood Parkway (pictured below).  
The construction project includes removing and replacing asphalt concrete pavement, upgrading 
handicap curb ramps to current ADA standards, replacing broken sidewalks, re-installation of 
traffic detector loops and re-striping the new pavement.  The project is coordinated with the utility 
companies, including the raising of utility manholes and water valves.  The utility companies are 
responsible for the costs incurred to make these adjustments.  There is a remaining $1,129,000 
allocated in FY 2012-13 and  $710,000 allocated in FY 2013-14.   
 
Sereno Drive 
The rehabilitation of Sereno Drive should begin by March 2014 and will include the section from 
Tuolumne Street to Fairgrounds Drive.  The construction project will involve the removal and re-
placement of asphalt concrete pavement, upgraded handicap curb ramps to current ADA stand-
ards, replacement of broken sidewalks, re-installation of traffic detector loops, and re-striping of 
the new pavement.  The construction project will be coordinated with the utility companies, rais-
ing utility manholes and water valves.  This project is currently in the design phase and has an 
allocation of $960,000 in the FY 2013-14 budget. 
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
