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Scheduled Closure of Police Station Lobby

As part of a cost-cutting plan, most non-sworn city employees are required to
take two furlough days prior to June 30, 2009.

One of the classifications identified are the personnel who operate the public
lobby of the Police Department. As these employees are shift workers, four
work days are required to achieve the required number of furlough hours.

The lobby of the Police Department will be closed on:

* Friday, May 22, 2009
» Monday, June 15, 2009
» Friday, June 26, 2009

In an effort to minimize the impact on the public, the staff elected to use
Memorial Day, Monday, May 25, 2009 as their fourth furlough day. The
public lobby is already closed that day because of the holiday.

Emergency services will remain operational and the public can contact on-duty
personnel by use of the telephone located at the main entrance to the Police
Department.

Routine matters such as vehicle releases, obtaining copies of police records or
accident reports etc. will be delayed until the next business day.
